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COURSE

Route: The route is along the Historic Columbia River
Highway State Trail, which offers stunning views of the
Columbia River from above! The path is a wide, paved,
gradual graded trail.

This is an out-and-back course. Kilometer markers and
turnaround points will be indicated along the path.

ADA Accessibility: This is an ADA accessible trail, making
it a great option for families with strollers and
wheelchairs.

Walkers: Walkers welcome for the 5K/10K! We kindly ask
that walkers stay towards the back when lining up at the
starting line, to allow for runners to lead the way. Please
time your walk accordingly with our shuttle schedule
and event end time.

Bikers & Public Use: It will remain open to the public.
This is a popular biking trail - so please be mindful of
others' space.
